A trophy and six ribbons will be awarded in all classes. Champion and Reserve titles
awarded in divisions with 3 or more entries in each class. In the Hunter Divisions, Champ.
and Reserve Champion titles will be awarded in accordance with AHSA RulXXIV, Chapter
VII. In the Jumper Divisions, Champion and Reserve Champion titles will be awarded to
the two horses which have accumulated the most points in the classes in each division.
Jump-offs will be held only for horses tied for first place in jumper classes. All other places
in Jumper Classes will remain tied, the horses will be awarded equal points, and ribbons
will be awarded by coin toss. Any ties for Championship or Reserve Championship awards
in Jumper sections will remain tied and ribbons will be awarded by coin toss.
